• Presenter

• Email 

• Presentation title 

• Three keywords 

• Abstract (please provide a brief description of the content)   

English: 200 words, Japanese: 300 characters

All presenters must be registered as paid participants (Full Access Registration) for the 

forum.

Submissions should be related to the following example themes: 

• Disaster Risk Management 

• Disaster Education 

• Climate Change Measures

Notes 

• The title and abstract you submit will be posted on the forum's website once 

participation is confirmed. 

• Each author may submit only one abstract. 

• Images are not allowed in the abstract. 

• Authors do not need to include specific categories like "Introduction," "Methods," or 

"Conclusion" in the abstract. 

• If references are cited, please include the author’s name, publication title, and year 

at the end of the abstract (e.g., Smith J Pain 2002).

Presentations can be conducted in either Japanese or English. However, simultaneous
